Focus on laser remote welding


At the Schweissen & Schneiden exhibition, Yaskawa is adding new models to its already wide range of proven range of Motoman welding robots. The main focus is on robotic laser remote welding applications.

Yaskawa’s launch to the market is not just for one, but three solutions for robotic laser remote welding. Two overall systems, consisting of high-precision robots and remote laser heads from Highyag and Trumpf, are being presented at Schweissen & Schneiden. In addition to the existing solutions already available on the market, the Yaskawa robots and laser remote head can be programmed from the robot controller via the robot’s teach pendant. The result is genuine “on-the-fly” welding with high precision and high velocity. The third laser remote solution for programming with a PC has been specially developed for operation with the widely used control software from Blackbird.

At the exhibition, Yaskawa will also be presenting two new 6-axis robots for arc welding and handling. Motoman welding robots from Yaskawa have been operating successfully for decades in the automotive industry and in many other sectors, with applications such as welding of exhaust systems, axle components, clutch transmissions, air suspension components, cross-members, car and truck seats, bumpers and doors.
